The contemporary world can no longer be understood and drawn quiescently, in a narrow
perspective, but in the light of constant change, so that the interest in the fields of interculturality
is natural in the context of increasing population movements, whether temporary or permanent,
and in the context of economic globalization. The global dimension of culture consists of the
interactions between ways of thinking, means of communication and representations. In an age
of globalization, the problem of ethnic relations becomes a complex, unpredictable (in Balkans
case) and unigue one. The meaning of living together involves studying the limits and the contact
elements in the socio-cultural imaginary, its ways of structuring, stereotypes, prejudices, the | /
Others relationship, conflict management. In this context, the notion of “tolerance” plays an
important role; as the term evolves, we will understand the various aspects of multiculturalism,
from the restrictive one to the liberal one, from humanistic tolerance to multiculturalism as a
challenge to the stability of the contemporary world and throughout history, their successes and
failures. Multiculturalism, which has become intercultural, is the set of processes designed to
establish relationships based on mutual respect between different cultures and linguistic spaces.
The history of mentalities, as a constant and explicit subject of study, appears around 1960, as
part of the “new history”. Beyond the historical fact recorded in documents, this discipline also
takes into account the emotions, feelings, cultural practices, beliefs, symbols, elements of
everyday life and people’s reactions to the events, phenomena they face. The factor in the
foreground is not the economic one, but the mental one. Globalization, a key word of the 1990s,
redefines the concepts of “regional” and “local” in relation to ethnicity and primordialism, but
also the evolution of these notions until the beginning of the 21 century.
